Acute lymphoblastic leukaemia (ALL) is 
the most common form of cancer in 
children affecting approximately 450 
children in the UK every year.

Leukaemia Research is playing a vital role 
in improving outcomes for children with 
ALL, however two out of ten children still 
lose their lives to the disease.

Currently, doctors use Minimal Residual 
Disease (MRD) testing, developed with
funding from Leukaemia Research, to 
measure the number of cancer cells
remaining in a child’s blood at different stages during treatment.  Described as the 
biggest breakthrough in 20 years, the test enables doctors to identify a child’s risk 
of relapse and then tailor their treatment accordingly.

Dr. Sarah Lawson and her team, at the University of Birmingham, are evaluating a 
cheaper, quicker and more sensitive method of monitoring MRD. This three-year 
study could revolutionise the way doctors predict a child’s risk of relapse and help 
to ensure all children with ALL receive the correct amount of treatment.

Restore –

 

Burn & Wound Research is 
dedicated to working towards a future free from 
the physical and psychological damage of 
scarring, and also aiding in the healing of major 
burn injuries. It supports outstanding doctors 
as Research Fellows. 

A burn, which only affects the upper layers of the skin, does not leave a 
scar.  However a deeper burn will leave scarring which can limit

 

movement 
and be unsightly.  Our pioneering research has already successfully 
identified some of the critical genetic and biochemical changes at this 
deeper level and we are now looking for ways to intervene to block the 
scarring process.  We are also investigating the role of stem cells in burn

healing. This vital work can be of benefit to 
anybody suffering from scarring, whether 
sustained through burning, trauma, essential 
reconstructive surgery, birth defects or 
cancer, regardless of age, race or gender.

We normally employ two or three Fellows at 
any one time working for higher degrees and
this grant will help fund their salaries and
laboratory costs.

Research 
Trust in 1991. More recently it became clear that the research was 
nationwide, and the new name was adopted.

HRH The Duke of Kent kindly agreed to accept the role of Patron in 1994 
and has been a regular visitor to Stoke Mandeville Hospital to meet the 
researchers and hear about their work, and to meet some of the patients. 
Meeting the patients has been of particular interest to his Royal Highness, 
and much enjoyed by the patients and staff in the Hospital.

The principal purpose of the Royal Hospital 
Chelsea  (RHC) remains today the same as was 
stated by King Charles II when it was founded in 
1682 “as a place of refuge and shelter for such 
land soldiers as are or shall be old, lame or infirm 
in the service of the Crown”. 

The Hospital through its appeal company (Royal Hospital Chelsea Appeal 
Ltd) has sought funds to replace the old 1960’s Infirmary and modernize the 
Long Wards to bring them up to standards of accommodation both expected 
and required by regulations. This initial target was set at £35 million with the 
new Infirmary having now been completed at a cost of £27.5 million. 
Generous benefactors, both large and small, have given most of this £27.5 
million but to complete the construction within time and budget,

 

funds were 
borrowed from the RHC reserves. 

This generous donation of £50,000 will be added to those earlier donations 
dedicated to the building of this new Infirmary. 

Some interesting facts about the Royal Hospital



 

Founded in 1682 by King Charles II with core 
buildings designed by Sir Christopher Wren and 
could accommodate 476 pensioners 



 

Outer parts of the site were designed by 
Sir John Soane

 

(1807–1837) with an infirmary in 
the north west corner. This was bombed in World 
War Two and replaced in the 1960’s by an 
Infirmary built in the north east corner of the 
grounds where the new Infirmary now stands. 



 

The term In-Pensioners derives from distinguishing those who had earned 
Army pensions and were resident in RHC to those who lived off premises 
(ie

 

Out-Pensioners). Since 1689 the Commissioners of RHC had been 
charged with the administration of these ‘out-pensions’

 

which continued 
until 1955. 



There has been a Freemasons’

 

Hall in Great Queen Street, London, since 1775.  The present 
building is the third and was built between 1927 and 1932, to commemorate the members who 

were killed on active service in the First World War.  From its original inception in 1919 the building 
was known as the Masonic Peace Memorial, the name reverting to Freemasons’

 

Hall at the 
outbreak of the Second World War.

In 1927 an international architectural competition was held, the

 

assessors being chaired by Sir 
Edwin Lutyens.  The winning design was prepared by the London partnership of H.V. Ashley and 

Winton Newman, who were also responsible for the Passport Office

 

in Petty France.  The building is 
a gem of Art Deco architecture and décor and is now Grade 2* listed, both internally and externally.

Freemasons’

 

Hall is both the headquarters of the United Grand Lodge of England, the governing 
body of Freemasonry in England and Wales, and the principal meeting place for Lodges in London.  

In addition to the Grand Temple, in which today’s meeting is taking place, there are twenty-three 
Lodge Rooms, a Board and Committee Rooms, a Library and Museum and the administrative 
offices of both the Grand Lodge and the central Masonic Charities (The Freemasons’

 

Grand 
Charity, the Masonic Samaritan Fund, the Royal Masonic Benevolent Institution and the Royal 

Masonic Trust for Girls and Boys). 

For more than a decade Freemasons’

 

Hall has been available as a location for film and television 
productions and for photographic shoots. Television work has run

Wooster”, through one off dramas (including the award winning “Churchill: The Gathering Storm”
