Masonic relief grants by 
NUMBER AND VALUE (2000-2009)
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Although more people of working age were supported, the 
majority of Masonic Relief grants were awarded to people 
aged 60 to 80. Widows and similar dependants remain 
the largest single group of beneficiaries. In many cases, 
grants are made to alleviate ongoing need and over 70% of 
individuals who received support in 2008 also benefited from 
a grant from the Charity in 2009. 

In summary, 2,696 cases were considered during the year to 
30 November 2008 and 1,933 grants were made to individual 
Masons and their dependants, amounting to total financial 
support (after refunds*) of nearly £3.5 million.

*Each year a small portion of the value of Masonic Relief Grants awarded is 
returned to the Charity as a result of changes in applicants’ circumstances. The 
total value of Masonic Relief Grants before these refunds was £3,645,537.

In 2009, The Grand Charity saw an increase in grant 
applications for unexpected needs, as well as an 
increase in requests from individuals aged 30 to 40. This 
reflects the difficult economic situation that has been 
faced by many people in the past year.
